A Child’s Hope Fund  
  
A Child's Hope Fund is linking with a Haitian orphanage and hospital we have worked with 
over the past ten years, about 30 miles outside of Port-au-Prince. They have not been 
damaged and are facilitating some of the national relief effort. We are sending USD $10,000 
when banking links are secured and we are shipping antibiotics and deworming medicines to 
them, trucked in from the Dominican Republic. We are procuring and shipping these goods 
from the United States and our pharmaceutical contacts in Europe.

Food For The Poor 
 

Food For The Poor Sends 3,100 Tons of Emergency Relief to Haiti 

To date, Food For The Poor has purchased, packaged and shipped more than 3,100 tons of 
emergency relief to the earthquake victims in Haiti. The agency has been working there for 
more than 24 years and plans on providing humanitarian aid to the country as long as it is 
necessary, and is now focused on providing relief and rebuilding homes and schools. 

More than 300 containers filled with emergency relief items will be delivered to Haiti. 
Containers filled with water, rice, canned foods, agricultural tools, hygiene kits, medical 
supplies, tents, baby supplies, wheelchairs, crutches, tarps, lumber, zinc roofing materials and 
other essentials will continue to be sent in through the Dominican Republic, as well as Haiti’s 
ports.   

The largest international relief organization in the United States is distributing these items 
through various feeding centers, including its own in downtown Port-au-Prince, where 
thousands of hot meals are being served daily. And Food For The Poor is also delivering food 
directly to earthquake victims living in tent cities in various sections of Haiti.  

At a large tent city in Delmas, there are at least 50,000 people struggling to survive. Food For 
The Poor has installed an 8,000-gallon water tank for the displaced residents there. It is refilled 
five times a day. Food For The Poor has also donated solar-powered water purification 
machines that are processing thousands of gallons a day at several compounds, including a 
large establishment within the city of Port-au-Prince. Before the earthquake, the charity had 
completed 676 water projects (wells, cisterns and water towers and latrines) throughout the 
country.  

“Threat of disease is everywhere from poor sanitation, unclean water, the very sad fact that in 
some cases bodies still remain where they fell during the earthquake. Medical supplies are 
beginning to get to the teams of doctors,” said Food For The Poor’s Executive Director, Angel 
Aloma. “We must really start to think beyond this immediate relief now, and plan for the 
rebuilding, the rebirth of Port-au-Prince. It will be a huge undertaking, and it will take a long 
time.” 
 
Food For The Poor, the largest international relief and development organization in the United 
States, does much more than feed millions of hungry poor in 17 countries of the Caribbean 
and Latin America. This interdenominational Christian agency provides emergency relief 
assistance, clean water, medicines, educational materials, homes, support for orphans and the 
aged, skills training and micro-enterprise development assistance, with more than 96 percent 
of all donations going directly to programs that help the poor. For more information, please visit 
www.foodforthepoor.org.

Feed The Children  
 
Through partnerships with corporations and other relief organizations, Feed The Children has 
dedicated more than $3 million in supplies to victims of the earthquake in Haiti. 
  
Since the earthquake struck the country, Feed The Children has sent shipments of food, water, 
clothing, tents, sleeping bags, medical supplies and cleaning supplies by air and water for the 
relief effort.  United Airlines is provided air transport from Chicago for several loads of cargo. 
  
In addition, Feed The Children’s medical clinic in Carrefour is operational, and staff members 
are on the ground providing basic medical care.  The mayor of Carrefour has asked Feed The 
Children to set up two “Health Ports” for immediate medical assistance to those with non life-
threatening injuries.  Two and a half tons of Vitameal has also been distributed, providing more 
than 60,000 meals. 
  
Partner agencies helping to distribute supplies in Haiti include Operation Compassion, Healing 
Hands International, Children’s Hunger Fund, Kingdom Resources, Tabernacle of God, Reach 
Out America, First Haitian Church, Haitian-American Care, Lifechurch, Shrewsbury Gospel 
Temple, and Family Outreach Ministries.

Lutheran World Relief 
 
 Lutheran World Relief is committing $2.25 million to relief efforts in Haiti and is coordinating 
with a network of international relief agencies and local responding organizations to ensure 
that the people of Haiti get immediate access to water, food and shelter.  

LWR is responding as a member of the Action by Churches Together (ACT) International 
global aid alliance. With support from LWR, ACT partner Lutheran World Federation (LWF) is 
delivering food and providing access to clean water and shelter. With other partners, LWR is 
working to supply food, hygiene supplies and sanitation in Port-au-Prince and heavily affected 
communities in the surrounding areas.  

Working with local partner Partnership for Local Development, LWR will provide more than 
$120,000 worth of relief to people in rural communities displaced by the earthquake. 

LWR also contributed 2,325 health kits and 1,500 layettes, and 11,265 quilts for distribution to 
people displaced by the earthquake and is working to mobilize thousands more as the needs 
in Haiti grow. 

Even as relief efforts continue, LWR and partners are now also making plans for a three- to 
five-year response to help communities recover from this devastating crisis.

Here’s the very latest concerning Operation Blessing’s long term relief and recovery efforts 
in Haiti: 
 

· Operation Blessing’s is feeding approximately 4,500 Haitians each week through our 
approved distribution network consisting of 17 churches, local non-governmental 
organizations, and orphanages. 

·  
· Operation Blessing’s new program, “Teach a Nation to Fish” starts in April. 

Thousands of new jobs will be created by training Haitian families and expanding 
an existing hatchery in Port-au-Prince as well as building a new fish hatchery in the 
Central plateau. With increased capacity, OBI can raise millions of tilapia and 
catfish fingerlings to repopulate and replenish barren waters all over the country. 
This will not only create new jobs, but also provide millions of hungry Haitians with 
fresh fish!
